The Problem-Solving Model is a collabo-
rative process in which all faculty and
staff members in a school share data to
increase student learning. This allows
for the responsibility of the success of
all students to be shared by the entire
school. Many students’ educational
needs can be resolved faster and maore
directly when teachers have access to
their colleagues, which results in a
broader range of possibilities for problem
resolution and student success
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
