BACKGROUND
Student: Savannah
Age: 7
Grade: 2 
DOB:  October 21st
SCENARIO 
Savannah is a second-grade student at Rosa Parks Elementary School. Savannah has attended Rosa Parks Elementary School since kindergarten.  In kindergarten, she demonstrated good attendance, only missing 6 days of school.  Her kindergarten teacher noted that she was a strong student, worked hard, and was quite social.  On the K-2 Literacy Assessment, she mastered book and print awareness at the beginning of year, and she was able to read and write her own first name and a few of her classmate’s names.  At the middle of the year she mastered Letter and Sound Identification.  She was also able to use initial letter sounds to help determine a word she was reading or writing.  By the end of the year, she recognized and generated rhymes and identified the beginning sounds in words.  She used pictures, a sense of story, knowledge of sounds and letters, and the shapes of words to read grade-level appropriate books with few errors.  She enjoyed being read to, and she would often be found re-reading a favorite book read during Shared Reading.
In first grade, Savannah missed 11 days of school.  Savannah’s teacher noted that Savannah was reading slightly below grade level when she entered first grade, yet she would make multiple attempts and self-correct as she read.  Her teacher noted that by the end of the second quarter she was reading on a level that was set as a benchmark for students at her school. .  At this time, Savannah was able to identify words with the same beginning sounds, blend onsets and rimes, segment onsets and rimes, orally blend phonemes into words, and orally segment phonemes into words.  She was also able to self-correct when something didn’t make sense, consistently looked for meaning in the words she read.  She often made predictions about what may happen next in the story and was able to summarize a story by telling the main points.  At the end of the year, Savannah read on-grade level texts for a running record, using strategies independently to figure out words she didn’t know.  If she did miss a word, she substituted a word, which often kept the meaning of the story.  She demonstrated a fluency rate of 37 words per minute during her reading.  Her teacher rated this fluency with a qualitative score of 2 using the K-2 Literacy Assessment rubric.  On an oral retell of the story, Savannah was able to retell the main idea, characters and setting, and the sequence of events. On the spelling inventory, she correctly spelled initial consonants, final consonants, and short vowels.  She inconsistently spelled digraphs, blends, and long vowel patterns.  
When Savannah entered second grade, her teacher, Ms. Hudson, administered the fall universal screening measure. Savannah’s score fell below the established beginning of the year benchmark.  According the measure’s scale, her oral reading fluency score was deemed at-risk.  Because Savannah’s score indicated that she may be struggling in reading, Ms. Hudson adjusted her classroom instruction to assist Savannah with reading fluency.  Ms. Hudson also contacted Savannah’s parents for a conference.  During the conference, Ms. Hudson shared concerns about Savannah’s reading fluency.  In order to help with fluency, Savannah’s parents agreed to listen to her read familiar texts for 20 minutes each night with books Ms. Hudson provided.  They also agreed to read to her at least 3 nights a week, modeling what “good readers sound like” when they read.
Ms. Hudson selected 3-5 target words from each day’s guided reading text and reviewed these words with Savannah’s guided reading group before the group began their daily guided reading lesson.  She also incorporated lessons about phrasing and keeping eyes one word ahead of their mouths to know what word is coming up next in Savannah’s guided reading group and during her Shared Reading lessons with the whole class.  Additionally, she monitored her reading performance every other week for six weeks using a running record to monitor her reading strategies, fluency rate, and comprehension.  She also used an Oral Reading Fluency probe. According to the measure’s scales, children in the beginning of year second grade are typically reading at least 44 words per minute.  Below are Savannah’s progress monitoring results.
