LEA IMPROVEMENT

· Complete not later than 3 months after being so identified
· Needs assessment to include why the prior plan failed to bring about student achievement
· Review and revise in consultation with parents, school staff, and others
· Incorporate scientifically-based research strategies
· Include actions with greatest likelihood of improving achievement of participating children in meeting the State’s academic standards
· Include professional development needs of the instructional staff serving the agency
· Include specific measurable achievement goals for each group of students identified
· Incorporate extended learning opportunities (before school, after school, during summer, extended school year)
· Include strategies to increase parental involvement
· Specify responsibilities of the State educational agency and the local educational agency
