Description:

On January 15, 2009, the USED informed the NCDPI that the OCS assessments (i.e., Occupational Writing, English
I, Occupational Math I, and Occupational Life Skills Science | and Il) can no longer be used to meet the high school
testing requirements under NCLB. This decision was based on the fact that the link between the general curriculum
and the OCS curriculum was too weak. Because the other assessments available for meeting AYP do not match the
OCS Standard Course of Study or its instructional delivery, OCS students will not be eligible to take any of the
available assessments. Therefore, students taking the OCS assessments in the 2008-09 school year will be counted
as nonparticipants for AYP. OCS students are still required to take OCS assessments to meet the requirements of
the State ABCs Accountability Program.

On March 4, 2009, Superintendent Atkinson sent a letter (attached) to Secretary Duncan asking the USED to
reconsider its original stipulations. We are awaiting a decision by USED, and it could impact the proposed changes
to HSP-C-020.
