The standardized transcript shall include
grade point average, class rank, end-of-course test scores, and uniform course information
including course code, name, and units earned toward graduation, and credits earned for
admission to an institution of higher education. The grade point average and class rank shall be
calculated by a standard method to be devised by the institutions of higher education. The system
was implemented by June 30, 1995.

The calculations are based on a standardization of: (1) academic course levels; (2) grading
scales; and (3) the weighting of course grades. The class rank is based on a weighted grade point
average in which a single (1) quality point or weight is added to passing grades earned in
Advanced/Honors/Academically Gifted courses or two (2) quality points are added to passing
grades earned in Advanced Placement courses.
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Academic Course Levels and Associated Weights

Basic/Introduction Course content, pace and academic rigor follow standards

to..../Standard(S) specified by the North Carolina Standard Course of Study
(N.C.S.C. O. S.) with occasional content enrichment where
appropriate. This course provides credit toward a high school
diploma and requires the end-of-course test where available.

Advanced/Honors/ Course content, pace and academic rigor put high expectations on
Academically Gifted the student and surpass standards specified by the (N.C.S.C. O. S.)
(H) Such courses demand a greater independence and responsibility.

The courses provide credit toward a high school diploma and
require an end-of-course test where available. The state weighting
system adds the equivalent of one quality point to the grade earned
in such courses.

Advanced Placement Course content, pace and academic rigor is college level as

(AP) adopted by the College Board or the International Baccalaureate
(IB) program and is geared to enable students to pass the AP or IB
test. The course provides credit toward a high school diploma and,
in cases where the AP/IB course is the first course taken by a
student in a subject, an end-of-course test is required if one is
offered in the subject. The state weighting system adds the
equivalent of two quality points to the grade earned in the AP/IB
course.

Grading Scales

High schools use one of two grading scales. — one standard and one augmented. The conversion
of grades to quality points is standardized and made equivalent under each option. Implicit in
each option is a conversion of percentage grades to letter grades according to the following
widely used scale: 93-100=A; 85-92=B; 77-84=C; 70-76=D; <69=F. Grades and the
corresponding number of quality points are shown below for each of the two options.

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6. Independent colleges and universities and UNC campuses may also have any of the CAA
courses (lower division courses typically taught in the freshman or sophomore year of
college) taught by their colleges receive quality points in the same way as provided in #5
for the community colleges.

7. Project Lead the Way (PLTW) courses approved for college credit are eligible for heners
AP weight.

Remedial courses are not eligible for weighting.

Elementary schools and middle schools are allowed to use grading systems approved by their
local boards of education. It is recommended that local boards of education base their grading
scales on the conceptual framework of a grading scale representing 93% -100% = A; 85% -
92%=B; 77%-84%=C; 70%-76%=D; <69%=F.

1. A credit course, one for which credit toward high school graduation is awarded and
which qualifies as part of the instructional day:

1.1 must consist of 150 clock hours of instruction in a traditional schedule or

1.2 must consist of a minimum of 135 clock hours of instruction in a block schedule;
developed curriculum guides, or Advanced Placement syllabi in which high school
students are enrolled; and

1.3 must be directed by a teacher.
2. Public University, Community College, and Private College Courses

2.1 Courses taken for high school graduation requirements at community colleges and
private or public colleges/universities are exempt from the 135 or 150 instructional
hours with the exception of the following courses required for high school
graduation, which must be taken at the high school or middle school where
indicated:

-English I, 11, 111, IV_(English | may be taken in the middle school);

- Algebra I, Algebra 11, Geometry, and any higher level mathematics course with
Algebra Il as the prerequisite that will be used to fulfill the fourth mathematics
requirement or Integrated Mathematics I, 11, 111 (These mathematics courses may
be taken in middle school.)

- Biology, Earth/Environmental Science, and a physical science course that is used
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to fulfill the third science requirement (These science courses may be taken in
middle school.);

- Civics and Economics, US History, World Studies (These social studies courses
may be taken in the middle school.);

- first year of a Second Language (This Second Language course may be taken in
middle school.);

- second year of the same Second Language (This Second Language course may be
taken in the middle school.); and

- one credit of Health/Physical Education.

3. Beginning in the 2007-08 school year, students who pass mathematics or foreign
language courses during grades 6-8 that are described in the North Carolina Standard
Course of Study for grades 9-12 must achieve level 111 or IV on an EOC, if available, to
meet that high school graduation requirement. High school mathematics and foreign
language courses taken in grades 6-8 which do not have an EOC shall use high school
course codes and shall be aligned to the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for
grades 9-12. The courses will count toward graduation requirements, but the students’
GPA will be computed with courses taken during the high school years.

4. Beginning in the 2008-09 school year, students who pass science courses during grades
6-8 that are described in the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for grades 9-12
must achieve level 111 or IV on an EOC, if available, to meet that high school graduation
requirement. High school science courses taken in grades 6-8 which do not have an EOC
shall use high school course codes and shall be aligned to the North Carolina Standard
Course of Study for grades 9-12. The courses will count toward graduation requirements,
but the students” GPA will be computed with courses taken during the high school years.

5. Beginning in the 2009-2010 school year, students who pass social studies courses during
grades 6-8 that are described in the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for grades
9-12 must achieve level 111 or IV on an EOC, if available, to meet that high school
graduation requirement. High school social studies courses taken in
grades 6-8 which do not have an EOC shall use high school course codes and shall be
aligned to the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for grades 9-12. The courses
will count toward graduation requirements, but the students” GPA will be computed with
courses taken during the high school years.

6. Beginning in the 2010-2011 school year, students who pass English Language-Arts
course | during grades 6-8 thatareas described in the North Carolina Standard Course of
Study for grades 9-12 must achieve level 111 or IV on an EOC, if available, to meet that
high school graduation requirement. High-school-Enghish-Language-Arts Courses taken
in grades 6-8 which do not have an EOC shall use high school course codes and shall be
aligned to the North Carolina Standard Course of Study for grades 9-12. The courses
will count toward graduation requirements, but the students’” GPA will be computed with
courses taken during the high school years.
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Laboratory facilities must meet safety requirements and state and national guidelines for
laboratory expendables and equipment to allow the same opportunities for laboratory
work as the high school laboratory in the local education agency.

Each local superintendent may grant a waiver to allow students to take the courses listed
above at the Public University, Community College, and Private College and exempt
them from the 135 or 150 instructional hour requirement, if these courses are not
available to the student at his or her local high school. Courses taken at a Community
College that have a corresponding end-of-course assessment at the high school require
that the assessment be taken.

Each local superintendent shall ensure that all required and elective courses have
sufficient rigor, breadth, and depth to be awarded high school credit.

An e-learning course qualifies for course credit if it meets the following requirements:

109.1 Any K-7 e-learning course or 8-12 course taken for credit toward a diploma must
first be approved for credit by the NC Virtual Public School (NCVPS).

109.2 E-learning courses offering instruction in courses included within the NC
Standard Course of Study must meet the Standard Course of Study competency
goals and objectives. E-learning courses offered for Advanced Placement or
International Baccalaureate credit must align with nationally validated standards
for AP and 1B, where available.

109.3 E-learning courses offering instruction in courses not included in the Standard
Course of Study curriculum must have rigor, depth and breadth comparable to
courses included in the Standard Course of Study. When determining whether an
e-learning course has such rigor, depth and breadth, the NCVPS shall consider
whether the course meets the SREB (Southern Regional Education Board) and/or
NACOL (North American Council for Online Learning) criteria for awarding
credit or is offered for credit toward a degree by a University of North Carolina
institution, an institution in the North Carolina Community College System, or a
regionally accredited college.

109.4 Where available, end-of-grade tests, end-of-course tests, and post assessments
must be used as an indicator of student mastery. The student’s base school
schedules and administers EOC and EOG tests. These scores shall be included in
the determination of the base school’s ABCs and AYP status.

109.5 Enrollment in an e-learning “for credit course” shall count toward satisfying local
board requirements related to minimum instructional days, seat time policies,
student attendance, athletic and/or extracurricular obligations. Furthermore, LEAS
are instructed to be purposeful in establishing processes and procedures to enroll
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and manage such e-learning students in an environment where they can be
successful.

(a) The reauthorization of ESEA, Section 1116 of Title I in No Child Left Behind, requires that
the State Education Agency (SEA) develops, implements, and publicly reports on standards and
techniques for monitoring the quality and effectiveness of services offered by approved
supplemental educational services (SES) providers. Additionally the SEA must establish
procedures for withdrawing approval from providers that fail, for two consecutive years, to
contribute to increasing the academic proficiency of students served by the providers. SES
provides additional academic instruction that is provided outside of the regular school day and
designed to increase the academic achievement of eligible students in schools required to provide
such services in accordance with interventions.

(b) The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NCDPI) shall evaluate each provider’s
performance in each district the provider serves on an annual basis. Each provider will be
evaluated based on academic achievement, student attendance, and parent surveys.

(c) Provider evaluation criteria will address the following:
1) Student achievement shall be measured by calculating an “effect size” based upon
the assessment results attained by students in the same provider’s program.
(2) Student attendance shall be measured by the information submitted to NCDPI
through its tracking system for enrollment of students participating in SES.
3) Parental satisfaction shall be measured by a survey administered by NCDPI to
parents of students receiving services. Providers and school districts shall cooperate with
NCDPI to facilitate the administration of all surveys.
(d) Evaluation results will be weighted for each criterion with student achievement at 50 percent,
attendance at 25 percent, and parental satisfaction at 25 percent. A provider must achieve a
minimum rating of 75 percent to continue with a status of Good Standing. The failure of a
provider to achieve a minimum of 75 percent will result in a provider status of Probationary.




(e) NCDPI will assign each provider the status of good standing or probationary status pursuant

to subpart (d). Each provider’s status shall be determined on a statewide basis for each subject

tutored as follows:

()

(1) Good Standing. A provider assigned the status of good standing shall not be
required to take any action in response, other than addressing any reservations during the
next SES reporting period.

(2) Probationary. A provider assigned to probationary status shall submit a
reconstitution plan setting forth substantial changes the provider will immediately
implement to return its status to good standing.

(3) If a provider’s compliance with state or federal requirements or interactions with
districts or parents indicates areas for improvement based on three formal
complaints submitted against the provider within an SES reporting period, the
provider’s status may also be assigned “with reservations.” A provider assigned
any status with reservations that fails to address the identified areas for
improvement during the next SES reporting period shall be placed into corrective
action in accordance with subpart (h) of this Section.

A provider that receives two consecutive determinations of probationary status shall be

recommended to the State Board of Education (SBE) for removal.
The SBE may require corrective action of a provider if compliance issues are raised

(h)

through NCDPI’s monitoring of the provider’s program. Providers placed in corrective
action under subsection (h) shall, within 30 days after receiving notice to this effect,
submit to NCDPI for approval a corrective action plan detailing how the provider intends
to improve the deficiencies in its program. A provider shall be removed from the state-
approved list if it fails to meet the requirements of its corrective action plan by the end of
the SES reporting period following the provider’s placement into corrective action.

The SBE may immediately suspend a provider’s services or remove a provider from the

state approved list if NCDPI determines that a threat exists to the health or safety of
students or if the provider has engaged in illegal or deceptive practices, violated any
assurance or aspect of its application to NCDPI, violated any assurance or aspect of a
plan submitted to NCDPI in accordance with this Section, falsified any information on its
application or other reports to NCDPI, or otherwise violated State or federal law.

Any corrective action or termination rights NCDPI has pursuant to this part may be

0]

exercised solely with respect to the provider’s program in one or more schools or
districts, if the performance issues are localized.
If a provider is removed from the State-approved list for any reason, the provider and any

(k)

related organization shall be ineligible to re-apply for the following two fiscal years.
An appeal from a removal decision shall be submitted to the Office of Administrative

Hearings pursuant to Chapter 150B of the General Statutes.

.0204 TEXTBOOK ADOPTION SCHEDULE

To ensure adequate time for the evaluation of textbooks presented to the SBE for adoption for use in the
public schools, the Textbook Commission, the department and the SBE shall adhere, to the extent
practicable, to the following schedule on and after January 1, 1990:

(1) January. The Superintendent of Public Instruction will identify for the SBE all textbook contracts
scheduled to expire during the next calendar year, and recommend whether such contracts should be
renewed or new textbooks adopted the following year.

(2)  March. The Superintendent will present for the SBE's approval a review of the curriculum
requirements as prescribed in the Standard Course of Study and Competency Based Curriculum for the
areas for which textbooks are scheduled to be adopted that year.

(3)  April. The Superintendent will present for the SBE's approval the call letter and evaluation forms
prepared by the Curriculum Review Committee for the textbooks scheduled for adoption that year.
The Superintendent will forward approved call letters to publishers listed on the Textbook Company
Register and will forward approved evaluation forms to the Textbook Commission.

(4) June. Textbook publishers will forward textbooks presented by publishers for adoption to the
Textbook Commission and other recipients designated in the call letter.

(5)  June 15 to August 1. The Regional Textbook Evaluation Advisory Committees will evaluate
textbooks under the direction of the Textbook Commission.

(6) August and September. The Textbook Commission will review the recommendations of the Regional
Textbook Evaluation Advisory Committees, and will prepare its recommendations to the SBE.

(7)  October. The Textbook Commission will present its recommendations to the SBE. The SBE will adopt
textbooks.

(8) November and December. Local school systems review adopted textbooks and identify textbooks to be
ordered. Local school systems will place orders before March 1 of the next year.

REQUESTS FOR TEXTBOOKS AND CONTRACTS

(@ Upon approval by the SBE, the department will send a request for textbooks, together with a
proposed contract, to all publishers listed in the Textbook Company Register, requesting the
submission of textbooks that conform to the requirements specified in the request and the
proposed contract.

(b) The SBE will adopt textbooks and award contracts based on the following criteria:
(1) recommendations of the Textbook Commission;
(2) conformity with the request for the textbooks and the proposed contract;
(3) conformity with the Standard Course of Study and Competency Based Curriculum;
(4) price; and
(5) the needs of the public schools.

(c) The SBE reserves the right to reject any and all textbooks for any reason it deems sufficient.

(d) Each publisher that is awarded a contract must file a performance bond. The Superintendent
of Public Instruction shall determine the amount of the bond based on the costs of the

textbooks, the publisher's past performances, and such other factors as the Superintendent
determines to be relevant.

The recommended final academic achievement standards (cut scores) and achievement level descriptors for the
NCEXTEND1 alternate assessments (Edition 2) in the areas of reading grades 3-8 and 10, mathematics grades 3-8
and 10, science grades 5, 8, and 10, and writing grade 10 are provided for adoption as Consent at the October 2009
meeting of the State Board of Education (SBE).

The NCEXTENDL is a redesigned and implemented alternate assessment for students with significant cognitive
disabilities. The NCEXTENDLA Edition 2 replaced the NCEXTENDZ1 Edition 1 effective with the 2007-08 school
year. In October 2008, the SBE adopted interim standards to be applied to assessments administered during the
2007-08 school year and the 2008-09 school year. These interim standards were set using teacher judgment
information under the Contrasting Groups method along with the use of the Reasoned Judgment method which
involved assessment, Exceptional Children, and content experts analyzing consequential data and the use of
exemplars to determine the recommended cut scores for each of the tests.

In August 2009, with two years of test data available, an external contractor conducted a test-based standard setting
activity to provide additional information for recommending final cut scores and achievement level descriptors.

The recommendation for the NCEXTEND1 cut scores will be sent to the SBE members prior to the October SBE
meeting.

In addition, the policy is amended to reflect (1) the elimination of the Writing Assessment at Grades 4 and 7
effective 2008-09 and (2) the elimination of the Grade 3 Pretest in Reading and Mathematics effective 2009-10.

Turnaround Middle Schools

2008-09

While middle schools also desired to focus on individual schools needs, they also expressed a desire to
have the opportunity to interact with and learn from other schools. The middle school professional
development was organized in a regional model so that schools had the opportunity to interact with other
school leaders located in their geographical region. The professional development was aligned with the
areas of the Framework for Action (FFA) Plan for school improvement.

2007-08

The 37 middle schools in their first year of Turnaround received professional development through the
UNC Center for School Leadership Development (CSLD) in partnership with the North Carolina Middle
Schools Association using the Schools to Watch model from the National Forum for the Acceleration of
Middle Grades. This professional development included 11 days of training for leadership teams which
consisted of a principal, teacher leader, and central office representative. This training was focused
around the Framework for Action and the 8 components of the Academic Excellence section of the
Schools to Watch criteria.

1. All students are expected to meet high academic standards. Teachers supply students with
exemplars of high quality work that meets the performance standard. Students revise their work
based on feedback until they meet or exceed the performance standard.

2. Curriculum, instruction, and assessment are aligned with high standards. The curriculum is
rigorous and non-repetitive; it moves forward substantially as students progress through the
middle grades.

3. The curriculum emphasizes deep understanding of important concepts, development of essential
skills, and the ability to apply what one has learned to real-world problems.

4. Instructional strategies include a variety of challenging and engaging activities that are clearly
related to the concepts and skills being taught.

5. Teachers use a variety of methods to assess student performance and maintain a collection of
student work. Students learn how to assess their own and others” work against the performance
standard.

6. The school provides students time to meet rigorous academic standards.
7. Students have the supports they need to meet rigorous academic standards.

8. The adults in the school have opportunities to plan, select, and engage in professional
development aligned with nationally recognized standards. They have regular opportunities to
work with their colleagues to deepen their knowledge and improve their practice. They
collaborate in making decisions about rigorous curriculum and effective instructional methods.
They discuss student work as a means of enhancing their own practice.
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Turnaround Elementary Schools

2008-09
The only elementary schools currently being served are located in Transformation Districts.

2007-08

The 20 elementary schools in their first year of turnaround received professional development through the
UNC Center for School Leadership Development (CSLD). This professional development included 12
days of training for leadership teams which consisted of a principal, teacher leader, and central office
representative. This training was focused around the Framework for Action.
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Leadership Coaching for Principals Provided by Portfolio Managers and Leadership
Facilitators

NCDPI High School Portfolio Managers have the specific responsibility of building the capacity of
turnaround schools to implement and sustain reform and innovation to ensure that all students graduate
prepared for college and work. Implicit in this is an effort to develop principals as instructional leaders
consistent with the North Carolina Standards for School Executives. Portfolio managers have monthly
contact with and provide on-site support for principals, teacher leaders, and school planning teams.

The role of the portfolio manager is to:
& Conduct professional development sessions for school and central office leadership teams;

& Guide school leadership in developing a 3-year school improvement plan focused on advancing
student outcomes;

& Support the utilization of a professional learning community to embed and systematize a process
for sustained improvement over time;

& Support the principal and school leaders in fostering a culture of high expectations and creating a
healthy working environment;

& Help the school to devise a plan for supporting professional development toward the goal of
improving instructional outcomes;

& Assisting the school in locating and securing qualified sources to implement the professional
development plan;

& Coordinating the implementation of formative assessment;
& Assisting the school in developing greater fluency in using data to drive instructional decisions;

& Guiding the leadership in researching and implementing best practices of successful schools with
similar size and student make-up;

+ Helping to locate appropriate resources to prioritize and map the alignment of curriculum and
delivery of instruction both within each department and for the school as a whole; and

& Assisting in other similar manners directly related to greater student success.

The Leadership Group for the Carolinas (LGC) has been contracted to provide leadership facilitators for
the 66 high schools involved in the Turnaround initiative. On average, schools receive leadership
coaching once per week. To implement the plan presented in the grant proposal, it was vital to place
highly skilled leadership facilitators in each of these high schools. These leadership facilitators have all
had successful experience as a school administrator (high school principal or assistant superintendent or
superintendent). LGC has also worked with the North Carolina New Schools Project (NCNSP) and has
been engaged in coaching school reform for a number of years. They possess the skills necessary to assist
in schools that are currently functioning at very low levels to begin the process of school redesign
successfully. To keep the work of the leadership facilitators cohesive with the efforts of NCDPI
Turnaround staff, leadership facilitators also participate in professional development with the school and
central office leadership team.
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Instructional Coaching for Teachers

In an effort to ensure that all schools are on track to provide a 21* century education to all students,
rigorous standards for quality were in place to be intentional and highly selective in choosing the right
staff to build a strong and effective Turnaround unit. Critical to the effective and successful Turnaround
effort is building a strong, state-level instructional team. There are currently 9 high school instructional
facilitators, 9 middle school instructional facilitators, and 3 elementary school instructional facilitators.

Instructional facilitators provide on-site support for classroom teachers, principals, and school planning
teams. Implicit in this is an effort to develop teachers as leaders who take responsibility for the progress
of all students consistent with the North Carolina Professional Teaching Standards. Specific duties of the
Instructional Coach include:

Conducting workshops during pre-service time before school year begins for beginning teachers
on lesson planning, unit planning, instructional strategies, formative and summative assessment,
and other relevant topics;

Analyzing teachers’ needs and helping to identify possible research-validated interventions that
might help teachers to address those needs;

Observing classes monthly to observe the overall process of the class as well as providing written
and oral feedback to teachers;

Supporting the utilization of a professional learning community to embed and systematize a
process for sustained improvement over time;

Supporting the principal and school leaders in fostering a culture of high expectations and
creating a healthy working environment;

Helping the school to devise a plan for supporting professional development toward the goal of
improving instructional outcomes;

Assisting the school in developing greater fluency in using data to drive instructional decisions;
and

Helping to locate appropriate resources to prioritize and map the alignment of curriculum and
delivery of instruction both within each department and for the school as a whole.
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Guidance in Planning and Implementing a Framework for Action (FFA) Plan of School
Improvement

Turnaround high schools have been served under the current Turnaround model since 2006-07. All
schools are required to have a Framework for Action (FFA) Plan of School Improvement. The purpose of
the Framework for Action (FFA) is to help schools achieve immediate results in increasing student
achievement. All 66 high schools developed and implemented a Framework for Action to guide their
school improvement process. Each FFA included a plan for:

Ninth grade transition/ninth grade academy;

Formative assessment;

Assistance to struggling students;

Identifying and addressing literacy issues and needs;

Identifying professional development needs based on student achievement data;

Reviewing all school processes and procedures to ensure that they are structured to help all
students achieve proficiency;

Involving the total school community in addressing the needs of the school;

8. Establishing a professional learning community; and

9. Determining whether the school will redesign or reform.

Turnaround middle schools have been served under the current Turnaround model since 2007-08. All
schools are required to have a Framework for Action (FFA) Plan of School Improvement. All 37 middle
schools developed and implemented a Framework for Action (FFA) to guide their school improvement
process. Each FFA included a plan for:

Establishing high academic standards;

Improving curriculum and instructional alignment;

Helping students to develop a deep understanding of concepts and skills;

Using varied instructional strategies;

Varying assessment and monitoring;

Creating purposeful schedules;

Providing student support; and

Establishing a professional learning community.

Turnaround elementary schools were served under the current Turnaround model only during 2007-08.
All elementary schools developed and implemented a Framework for Action (FFA) to guide their school
improvement process. Each FFA included a plan for: establishing a culture of high expectations for
students and staff; ensuring that instruction is aligned with the North Carolina Standard Course of Study;
raising student achievement to an acceptable level for all AYP subgroups; increasing student and staff
attendance rates; increasing student promotion rates; establishing procedures to facilitate effective student
transition from grade level to grade level; and implementing student support services that will meet the
academic, social, emotional, and health needs of students. The elementary schools currently being served
are located in Transformation Districts.
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Reform/Redesign Model (High School Only)

One of the requirements of schools identified as having performance composite scores below 60% for two
consecutive years is to choose a school restructuring design. By January 2007, the first 35 high schools
had chosen restructuring options. After selecting their plans in January 2007, schools went through a
four- month period in which they developed a plan for implementation. Also during this planning period
multiple sessions were held to support principals in developing a strong plan for substantive
improvement. The second 30 schools had selected a restructuring option and begun initial implementation
by May 2008. One small school began late in the planning process and has completed a Framework for
Action but has been given this year as a planning period for restructuring.
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Transformation Districts and Schools

The District and School Transformation initiative is yielding positive results. The
percentage of students performing at or above grade level for the five districts, Bertie,

Columbus, Hertford, Lexington, and Richmond, increased for 85% of the schools (44 of 52
schools). Lexington City Schools and Hertford County Schools had 100% if their schools

improve in their percentage of students at or above grade level.

In 2007-08, District and School Transformation Division served two pilot districts — Columbus
County and Lexington City. In 2008-09, District and School Transformation Division continued
to serve the Columbus County and Lexington City pilots and began service to Halifax, Bertie,
Richmond, and Hertford county school districts.

District and School Transformation provides customized support to districts and schools whose
performance indicates lack of capacity to build sustainable improvement for the students they
serve.

A Three-Year Benchmark Plan is established to ensure evaluation of progress
against the plan and ensure capacity building so that as state resources are phased
out, district personnel are well-equipped to assume full responsibility for
sustaining the work.

A parallel process for each principal to use the Comprehensive Needs Assessment
report in developing school level initiatives in collaboration with the School
Improvement Team (SIT) allows the integration of work in the school with the
district Transforming Initiatives.
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Support to Low-Performing Schools 2008-09

Of the 100 Low-Performing schools in 2008-09 (based on data from 2007-08), only 37 were
on the Low-Performing list again in 2009-10 (based on data from 2008-09).

Schools identified as Low-Performing were served in a variety of ways depending on their
locations and other services being received. There were 100 Low-Performing Schools. Four of
those were charter schools, and 96 regular schools.

instruction and teacher performance

3) Every school has the resources necessary to support the effective instructional

The ABCs legislation in G.S. 115-C-105.32 permits the State Board to appoint an interim
superintendent in a local school administrative unit when more than half of the schools have
been identified as Low-Performing schools. Low-Performing schools are those that have not met
the minimum growth standards defined by the State Board and a majority of students are
performing below grade level.

For 2007-08, no school system had more than half of its schools identified as Low-Performing.
For 2008-09, one school system (Halifax County) had more than half of its schools
identified as Low-Performing.

Status of Principals of Schools Receiving Mandatory Assistance
The General Assembly revised the ABCs legislation to require local boards and superintendents
to take the first actions regarding principals located in Low-Performing schools. The revision
provides four options for superintendents to consider in dealing with principals who are in Low-
Performing schools:

1. Retain in the same position if principal was in the school two years or less before it

was identified as low performing;

2. Retain with a remediation plan;

3. Transfer; or

4. Demote or dismiss according to G.S. 115C-325.
There is a reduction in the number of principals who have been in Low-Performing schools more
than 2 years.

Based on 2008-09 data, there were 33 principals of Low-Performing schools who have been
principals of those schools for more than 2 years. LEA Superintendents impacted are being
reminded of their statutory requirements.

The
Section provided "a framework for understanding the culture of poverty" which
offers practical strategies for working effectively with children of poverty to
impact student achievement based on the research of Ruby Payne and other
experts in the field.

Staff to the North Carolina Advisory Commission on Raising Achievement and Closing
Gaps

The North Carolina Raising Achievement and Closing Gaps Commission was
initiated in 2000 and its charge remains the same--to address the achievement of all
students by taking a deliberate and probing approach to learn the source of issues that
inhibit academic progress and why the issues are resistant to change. To this end, the
Commission has a compelling responsibility to advise the State Board of Education
and the State Superintendent on ways to raise achievement for all students and close
the number of gaps that exist in student achievement outcomes and student
participation in the instructional process. The guiding principles of the Commission
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are three-fold: 1) clarity of purpose; 2) efficiency of actions; and 3) sustainability of
recommended changes—all in the context of advising the State Board of Education
and the State Superintendent.

Staff to the North Carolina Committee on Dropout Prevention

The North Carolina General Assembly appropriated $15,000,000 in 2008 and
$13,000,000 in 2009 to support programs and initiatives that target students at risk of
dropping out of school.

The North Carolina Committee on Dropout Prevention has been charged by the
General Assembly with awarding grants to innovative programs and initiatives that
demonstrate the potential to be developed into effective, sustainable, and coordinated
dropout prevention and re-entry programs in middle schools and high schools and
effective models for other programs. A total of 143 organizations have been awarded
grants. (See table below.)

A Title I school is a school that receives Title | money, the largest single federal funding source
for education. About half of North Carolina's traditional and charter public schools are Title |
schools. All 115 of the state's school districts receive Title | funding. Title | began with the
passage of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965. It is intended to help ensure
that all children have the opportunity to obtain a high quality education and reach grade-level
proficiency. Title | funds help students who are behind academically or at risk of falling behind.
Services can include: hiring teachers to reduce class size, tutoring, computer labs, parental
involvement activities, professional development, purchase of materials and supplies, pre-
kindergarten programs, and hiring teacher assistants or others. Many of the major requirements
in NCLB are outlined in Title I - Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP), teacher and paraprofessional
(teacher assistant) requirements, accountability, sanctions for schools designated for
improvement, standards and assessments, annual state report cards, professional development
and parent involvement.

School districts are held for the same reading and mathematics proficiency goals for student
groups. School-based AYP results cannot be combined to calculate district AYP results. The
SBE has adopted 40 students’ scores as the minimum number of scores to be statistically reliable
and valid for AYP purposes. This number is based on the students that meet the definition of a
full academic year. In some cases, a student group is under 40 at the school level, but at 40 or
above at the district level. In other cases, a student may not have been at a particular school for
140 days (full academic year), but may have been in the district for 140 days. This means that
some students’ scores are part of AYP calculations at the district level, but not at the school
level. Thus, it is possible for a district to not make AYP, even though its individual schools do.
LEAs in LEA Improvement must take certain measures, such as setting aside 10 percent of their
Title I allotment for professional development purposes.

The minimum N count used in determining the AYP status of LEAs is 40, or 1% of the tested
students, whichever is greater. This minimum N will be applied in each LEA to grades 3
through 8 as a group and high school as a group. However, in order for an LEA to enter
Improvement Status, the LEA must not make AYP in the same subject area (reading/language
arts or mathematics even if because of the 95% rule) or other academic indicator in each of the
following grade spans [3-5, 6-8, and high school] for two consecutive years.

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ABCs Recognition

Top schools around the State receive special recognition as part of the ABCs of Public
Education. There are three levels of recognition in the student growth area and three levels of
recognition for student performance. All K-12 schools that meet 110% of their student growth
are deemed high growth and receive a certificate of achievement. All K-12 schools meeting
100% of their student growth standard are considered as having met expected growth and receive
a certificate.

For student performance, Honor Schools of Excellence is the designation for those schools where
at least 90% of the students’ test scores are at or above grade level and the school made expected
growth (as a minimum). In addition, these schools have met adequate yearly progress (AYP) as
required by federal legislation, No Child Left Behind. Schools of Excellence is the designation
for those schools where at least 90% of the students’ test scores are at or above grade level and
the school made expected growth (as a minimum). These schools will receive a banner to hang in
the school and a certificate of achievement. Schools in which 80 - 89% of students’ test scores
are at or above grade level and met at least expected growth are designated as Schools of
Distinction. They receive a certificate and a plaque.

Local school systems, traditionally, celebrate the successes of individual schools and school
systems in the ABCs in a variety of ways, including school-wide celebrations and community
recognition events. Teachers, parents, students, administrators and community leaders have
proudly participated in these local celebrations. Local districts and schools are encouraged to
continue to engage their communities in recognizing the progress of their public schools.

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V. North Carolina Accountability Program Update
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North Carolina Accountability Program Update

2009-10 and Beyond Update

The State Board of Education (SBE) adopted changes to the ABCs Program at the
September 2009 meeting for the 2009-10 school year based on action from the North
Carolina General Assembly and action from the United States Department of Education
(USED).

1. Effective with the 2009-10 school year, Senate Bill 202/S.L. 2009-451 eliminated
funding for most state administered tests that are not currently required by federal
law or as a condition of federal grants. These tests include the following:

e  Computer SKills,

e  Chemistry End-of-Course,

e  Physics End-of-Course,

e Reading and Mathematics Competency, and
e Grade 3 Reading and Mathematics Pretests.

2. Inresponse to the technical Peer Review letter dated August 12, 2009 from the
USED, the North Carolina Checklist of Academic Standards (NCCLAS) was
eliminated by the SBE at the September 2009 meeting. As a result of the
aforementioned actions, certain SBE policies were amended or, as appropriate,
deleted at the October SBE meeting.

3. The United States Department of Education (USED) is continuing its Peer
Review of the following NC assessments during the 2009-10 school year: End-
of-Grade (EOG) Reading grades 3-8; EOG Science grades 5 & 8; Biology EOC;
NCEXTEND?2 Reading and Mathematics grades 3-8, Science grades 5 & 8; and
NCEXTEND1Reading and Mathematics grades 3-8 & 10 and Science grade 5, 8
& 10. Some additional changes in the assessments or how data from these
assessments can be used for school accountability under NCLB may result from
the Peer Review findings.

4. The USED published new regulations for Title I under NCLB on October 29,
2008. Some of those regulations were amended based on the action of Arne
Duncan, the new Secretary of Education. There will be some eventual changes
regarding several aspects of NCLB including, but not limited to, graduation rate
calculations and reporting, including graduation rates in determining AYP status
and reporting statewide National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP)
results on state and LEA report cards.
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
